GENERAL
The post incumbent covers short-term absences of class teachers for part or full days for emergency and planned cover, or subject to mutual agreement, longer-term absences. 
2.
MAIN DUTIES

a. Teach and facilitate pre-planned work in the absence of the teacher, supplementing with additional planning when required to ensure the children make progress. 
b. Deploy appropriate behaviour management strategies in line with school policy, ensuring that children learn effectively. 
c. Encourage and support pupils to develop their personal wellbeing.  
d. Ensure that the classroom environment is maintained as a well-organised learning environment.  
e. Apply and follow the school acknowledgement marking policy.  
f. Adhere to the school policies to ensure consistency of practice.  
g. Cover break and other supervision duties when required. 
h. Communicate effectively with parents when required within the working day.  
i. Maintain high professional standards of attendance, punctuality, appearance, conduct and positive, courteous relations with students, parents and colleagues.  
j. Establish and sustain a safe environment and employ practices that promote children’s health, safety and wellbeing. 
Mandatory Duties
· Know and act upon the legal and MoD requirements and guidance on Health and Safety, Safeguarding and promoting the welfare of the child.

· Know and understand child protection policies and procedures, recognise when a child is in danger or at risk of abuse, and know how to act to protect them.

· Promote equality of opportunity and anti-discriminatory practice.

OTHER DUTIES

a. On request of the employer he/she must attend courses which are suitable to improve his/her professional skills.

· The ability to work from the teachers’ planning / scheme of work to deliver the curriculum in a safe and effective manner.

· To have good subject knowledge of the national curriculum and / or Early Years and how to teach this effectively.

· The ability to engage and communicate effectively in written and spoken English with children, staff and parents. 
· Ability to be flexible, show initiative, work unsupervised and have excellent interpersonal and organisational skills. 
· A commitment to safeguarding and promoting the welfare of children and young people. 
· Class B driving licence.

HEALTH AND SAFETY AT WORK

Post incumbents are obliged to take care of their own safety and health at their place of work within their ability and in accordance with the instructions and orders of the employer. Furthermore, they are also obliged to take care of the safety and health of persons, who are affected by their actions or omissions at work.
