Proof of address - Only if you are not registering the vehicle to the address on your driver's license
e.g. a letter of authority, a utility bill dated within the last 3 months, or a married quarter allocation
letter.

UK insurance - Certificate of insurance.

Vehicle tax payment - made at your local Post Office or on-line (find your rate of tax on-line or phone
DVLA direct)

MOT - Add a copy of your MOT certificate (a MOT test does need to be done before you apply to
register with DVLA unless your vehicle is less than 3 years old.

Vehicle SORN:

Under special circumstances, you can apply to DVLA for the vehicle to be registered as SORN, if that is the
case, you should attach the SORN declaration to the paperwork above.
